[3.°] VOZ PASIVA IMPERSONAL.

Es posible transformar oraciones en estilo indirecto en oraciones pasivas. Normalmente
suelen ir infroducidas por verbos de lengua o pensamiento, como por ejemplo say
(decir), think (pensar, creer), know (saber), admit (admitir), swear (jurar), asume
(asumir), believe (creer), claim (afirmar), consider (considerar), estimate (estimar), feel
(sentir/tener la impresion de que), find (encontrarse con que), pressume (intuir), report
(informar), understand (entender), etc.

Veamos este ejemplo:

> ‘Mike says (that) Susan’s grades are much better now’
(Mike dice que las notas de Susan son mucho mejores ahora).

Para pasar a voz pasiva impersonal la frase anterior (Se dice que las notas de Mike son
mucho mejores ahora) hemos de seguir estos pasos:

1. El sujeto de la oracién activa introducida por that pasa a ser el nuevo
sujeto de la voz pasiva impersonal (SUSAN’'S GRADES)

2. El verbo activo que va antes de that (SAYS) adopta forma pasiva (ARE
SAID). La forma pasiva se hace como la hiciste en las actividades
anteriores.

3. El verbo de la oracién que le sigue a that (ARE) es el que viene a
continuacién, pero adoptando la forma de infinitivo con ‘to’ (to be).

El resultado es el siguiente:

e Susan’s grades / are said / to be much befter now (“Se dice que las notas de
Mike son mucho mejores ahora™).

La frase resultante recibe el nombre de pasiva impersonal porque ahora no se sabe

quién lo ha dicho, es decir, si bien Mike dijo esta frase en el pasado, en este momento

su nombre desaparece del discurso por los motivos que sean y quien emite la nueva
frase desconoce quién la dijo.

Los infinitivos con ‘to’ pueden variar en funcién del tiempo en que aparezca el verbo
que viene después de THAT. Veamos los casos mds frecuentes:

[1.°] Sielverbo que aparece después de THAT estd en presente simple o cualquier tipo
de futuro (o de condicional con WOULD), utilizaremos un infinitivo con ‘to’ normal y
corriente.

e ACTIVA: Mike says (that) Susan’s grades will be much better next month.
e PASIVA: Susan’s grades / are said / to be much better next month.

[2.°] Siel verbo que aparece después de THAT aparece en pasado simple o presente
perfecto, usaremos un infinitivo de perfecto (TO HAVE + PARTICIPIO DE PASADO).

e ACTIVA: Mike says (that) Susan’s grades were much better last year.
e PASIVA: Susan’s grades / are said / to have been much better last year.



[3.°] Siaparece en presente continuo, el infinitivo serd continuo (TO BE + GERUNDIO).

e ACTIVA: Mike says (that) Susan’s grades are getting much better now.
e PASIVA: Susan’s grades / are said / to be getting much better now.

[4.°] Y si apareciera en pasado continuo, el infinitivo serd de perfecto continuo (TO
HAVE BEEN + GERUNDIO). Este caso es poco frecuente.

e ACTIVA: Mike says (that) Susan’s grades were getting much better.
e PASIVA: Susan’s grades / are said / to have been getting much better.

NOTA: Jamads se usa el complemento agente (BY ...) en este tipo de pasivas.
